Electronic version (web site) of previously published editorial in a newspaper:

Last, First and First Last. "Article Title." Editorial. Newspaper Title day# Mon. Year: Section & page.  Online. Site Name <basicURL> (date retrieved).

Electronic version (web site) of previously published letter to the editor in a newspaper:

Last, First. "Article Title." Letter to the Editor. Newspaper Title day# Mon. Year: Section & page.  Online. Site Name <basicURL> (date retrieved).

Electronic version (web site) of previously published article in a journal or magazine:

Last, First and First Last. "Article Title." Journal  Title v.i (day# Mon. Year): page(s).  Online. Site Name <basicURL> (date retrieved).

Electronic version (web site) of previously published editorial in a journal or magazine:

Last, First. "Article Title." Editorial. Journal Title v.i (day# Mon. Year): page(s).  Online. Site Name <basicURL> (date retrieved).

Electronic version (web site) of previously published letter to the editor in a journal or magazine:

Last, First. "Article Title." Letter to the Editor. Journal Title v.i (day# Mon. Year): page(s).  Online. Site Name <basicURL> (date retrieved).

Electronic database (eg., EBSCOhost) version of previously published journal article:

Last, First, First Last, and First Last. "Article Title." Journal Title v.i (day# Mon. Year): page(s).  Online. Database name (date retrieved).

Database versions of  editorials:


Same as editorial from a web site (above) except use database name instead of site name and URL.

Electronically published only (no printed analogue):
Last, First.  "Document Title." Web Site Name. (date originally posted). Online <URL> (date retrieved).

Original hardcopy  publications:


Same as examples above without the second-half electronic citation. See pages 304-306 in your handbook for examples.

Notes:


While article or document titles are in quotation marks, newspaper, magazine, and journal titles are either underlined or italicized.


MLA dates place the day of the month first, the month capitalized and abbreviated if it's a longer name, and the year with no commas in the date.  For example, 25 Oct. 2000 or 20 May 2000.


Page numbers are not preceded by "p." or "pp."--only by a colon (:).  For example, New York Times 6 June 2000: A13.


If an article shows no author, start with the article title.  See page 299 for multiple authors.


Alphabetize the list of works cited by the first unit in the entry.
