COURSE DESCRIPTION
ENG 212, Introduction to World Literature II. Prerequisite: An ACT score of 18 in English and in reading or grade of “C” or better in ENG 100 and EDEL 097. A comparative study of dramatic, lyric, and narrative literatures of the world after the sixteenth century. This course satisfies area studies-humanities for general education. Cross listed with IST 212.
LEARNER OUTCOMES 
1.
Students will demonstrate proficiency at discussing elements of literary form and content using basic 
critical terminology as interpretive and analytical strategies.  

2.
Students will demonstrate proficiency at writing about literature from a variety of perspectives and with a 
variety of purposes (e.g. informal response, explication, evaluation, analysis).  

3.
Students will be able to identify the influences of literary and cultural contexts on the production and 
consumption of literary texts as well as the influences of or connections between literary texts and popular 
culture.

4.
Students will recognize diversity in forms of literary expression and understanding literature.

5.
Students will be able to identify and distinguish among the aesthetic, philosophical, and ethical dimensions of 
literary expression.

TEACHING STRATEGIES
1.
Group discussions of assigned readings.  (Learner Outcomes 1, 3, 4, and 5) 

2.
Instructor’s presentations concerning literary analysis and contexts for literary production and reception.  
(Learner Outcomes 3, 4, and 5)

3.
Multi-media presentations of the varieties of literature included, such as audio recordings of song lyrics, video versions of certain texts, and related objects d’art. (Learner Outcomes 3, 4, and 5)

4.
Student‑teacher and peer conferences about writing and presentations. (Learner Outcomes 1 and 2)

5.
Student access of online resources including texts and instructional materials. (Outcome 4)

6.
Use of e‑mail to distribute course materials, to receive student submissions, and to facilitate correspondence 
relating to course concerns.  (Learner Outcome 2)
COURSE ACTIVITIES AND ASSESSMENT METHODS
Students will produce at least twenty written pages of literary interpretation, literary evaluation, formal responses to literary texts, or analysis of contexts for literary works (the twenty pages may include freewriting, reading journal entries, drafts, and revisions).  Specific activities and assessment strategies will include:

1.
Reading quizzes and/or in-class written responses to assignments. (All of the Learner Outcomes 

depend on students reading the assigned works.)

2.
Reading journal entries in which students informally record their responses to reading assignments.  (Learner Outcomes 2, 4, and 5)

3.
Interpretive/analytical oral report(s) presenting to classmates a literary text of the student’s choice. 

 
(Learner Outcome 1)

4.
Interpretive/analytical essay on a selected literary text. (Learner Outcomes 2, 3, 4, and 5)

5.  
Take-home essay exam at mid-term and in-class final exam.  (Learner Outcomes 2, 3, 4, and 5)
Reading Quizzes and In-class Writings
Completing reading assignments conscientiously on a weekly basis is the student's first responsibility and key to success in the course.  Therefore, cursory evaluation tools such as unannounced quizzes or in-class “quick writes” should help motivate responsibility. 

In addition to the basic reading assignments listed in the calendar, students will periodically receive additional handouts and assignments that enhance understanding of literary concepts.  These references, along with notes from the instructor’s in-class explanations of literary elements applied to certain texts, will be valuable for quizzes and “quick writes” as well.
Note: a glossary of terms is included in the back of each volume of the textbook.
Reading Journals and E-mail
Students will maintain a notebook or pocket folder for reading responses, usually submitted individually to the instructor for evaluation but collected in the reading journal for discussion at conferences.  Reading journal responses may be reflective, analytical, or evaluative.   Students have the option of drawing on their experiences with other texts or arts for responses and discussions. Prompts for the responses are usually e-mailed.  Because other class business is conducted by e-mail, students are encouraged to check messages daily.

Exams
A mid-term take-home exam and in-class final exam will provide opportunities for students to demonstrate their understanding of literary elements that have been applied to the course readings.  
Assessment Plan     

Total points earned from quizzes, “quick writes,” reading journal entries, the presentations, and exams will constitute a percentage of the total points possible with a grading scale based roughly on decades (90‑100% = A, 80‑89% = B, etc.).  A rough estimate of the relative point values for each assessment tool is listed below:
