Course Description: Focus on the principles of instructional technology and the appropriate integration of technology into the classroom for both teaching and learning.  Credit:  3 semester hours.

Topics:
A pre-assessment may be administered early in the semester to determine the knowledge and skills of each student.  The instructor will modify the course content accordingly. Semester topics under consideration include the following:

· Introduction to the history and philosophy of instructional technology

· Microcomputer systems including Apple Macintosh OS X and Windows XP operating systems and hardware.

· Instructional and administrative uses of applications software, especially Microsoft Office including: 

· word processing, spreadsheets, database management. 
· Introduction to photography including still and motion video editing, and multimedia presentation.
· Evaluation and integration of instructional software:  drill and practice, tutorial, & simulation.
· Design and implementation of an interactive instructional unit or interactive story with conditional branching.
· Educational applications of graphics tools including SmartBoard software and hardware.
· Instructional applications of the Internet including an introduction to website design, editing, and publishing
· Societal and educational issues of computing.
Grading:  Grades are based on attendance in face-to-face classes and satisfactory completion of assessments and projects (see other side for general rubric).  Details are published on Blackboard.

B3.
Learn to use two instruction programs in the “tutor” category, and write or present, face-to-face in class, critical reviews of each.

B4.
Read and post on the Internet a review of Stoll, High Tech Heretic or other approved reading.

B5.
Participate in ungraded class activities such as outside reading and class discussions.
