Look at about ten or more sites on the www, and pick three which you judge are well designed and useful to educators.  Study these three sites in detail, and write short reviews for each.

Each review should include the following:

1.  Name of site and URL (Uniform Resource Locator or web address).

2.  Your name and email address.

3.  If possible, identify the source of the content.   Can you tell if it is reviewed for quality and accuracy?

4.  Description of the site in about 100 words.

5.  Tell why you picked this site in about 50 words.

Save your file to your USB drive or other removable media.  At a time to be announced, we will merge your reviews with those of the other students in the class, to make one document.  This will be posted with your names on my website for all to see.   So, make sure you edit in advance each-others work for form and content.  Spelling grammar and punctuation errors must be corrected.
· There is no need to print a hard copy of your reviews.

Use the following format:

· Left justify everything, using block style paragraphs.  Skip one line between each paragraph.  Skip two lines between each review.  Skip four lines between each person's set of three reviews.

· Use 10 font (Palatino or similar).
· In class we will merge all the reviews into one document (see Check List:  World Wide Web Assignment.)
